Current Events Survey Results

In the weeks following the terrorist attacks
on September 11, Blue Ink staff members
asked nine questions relating to the United
States' retaiation against the Taiban regime,
Osama bin Laden and his terrorist organiza-
tion, the Islamic faith, and the anthrax bacte-
ria that have been sent through the mail to
prominent Americans. In al but two ques-
tions, the majority answered correctly. How-
ever, the question about bin Laden’ s terrorist
organization was answered incorrectly by
81% of those questioned. The question
about the percentage of Muslims worldwide
was meant to show what the students
thought; it was not a right-or-wrong ques-
tion. Overall, 23 Salem High Schools students
took the survey.

Questions and Answers

In the light of the appalling terrorist attacks
on our country, there have been many ques
tions regarding the nature of Islam. Many
non-Muslim Americans have become wrong-
fully prejudiced or suspicious of their fellow
American citizensjust because they are Mus-
lim. In order to clarify some common misun-
derstandings, below is an interview with a
Muslim American that will answer some com-
monly asked questions.

*The following was contributed by Marium
Chowdhry, a Muslim American and a stu-
dent at SHS.

Do Muslims condone suicide bombings/at-
tacks?

No. Suicideisharam, an Arabic word mean-
ing, “strictly forbidden” inIslam. Lifeisagift
from God that you should cherish. God gave
youlifeand only He can takeit back, without
any exceptions. You are not forgiven for the
choiceof taking your own life. God makeslife
and death decisions and suicide is the
equivalent to defying the power of God and
taking it into your own hands. Suicideisaso
asign of despair and in the Quran [the holy
book of Islamy, it is clearly ordered not to
despair.

Do Musdlims allow free expression amongst
themselves?

Yes, freedom of speech is alowed within
moral and ethical boundaries. Infact, free ex-
pression is highly encouraged while making
adecisioninyour life.

Isit acceptable for Muslims to marry out-
side their faith?

Men are able to marry either a Christian or
Jewish woman. Christianity and Judaism,
when read and understood in depth, are based
upon the same ideds as Idam. Polytheism is
not practiced in Islam, Judaism, or Christian-
ity and believing in one God isafundamental
Idamic belief.

Isit acceptable for Mudlimsto listen to mu-
sic?

This is a very controversial issue. It is a
personal decision you make on your own,
but any music that encourages violence and/
or mortal degradation is strictly forbidden.

How do Mudims in the Middle East view
America?

Since | do not belong to that area nor have
| ever visited it, | cannot comment on that
with certainty. However, | share the common
belief that there are certain political and eco-

unresolved issues create tension and misgiv-
ings between the United States and the
Middle Eastern countries.

In general, how do Mudims feel about the
role of women in society?

The status of women in Islam constitutes
no problem. The attitude of the Quran bears
witness to the fact that woman is as vita to
life as man himself. The rights and responsi-
bilities of a woman are equa to those of a
man, but they are not necessarily identical.
Equality and sameness are two different
things. The difference is understandable be-
cause man and woman are not identical, but
they are created equals.

With this distinction in mind, there is no
room to imagine that awoman isinferior toa
man. There is no ground to assume that she
is less important than him just because her
rights are not identically the same as his. Had
her status been identical with his, she would
have simply been a duplicate of him-which
sheis not. Islam has given women rights and
privileges, which they have never enjoyed
under other religious or congtitutional sys-
tems. For example, Idam from the very begin-
ning gave women rights to own property and
business. However, not too long ago, a
woman on her own could not buy a house in
America. The fact that ISlam gives her equal
but not identical rights shows that it takes
her into due consideration and acknowledges
her while recognizing her independent per-
sonality.

Why do M udim women wear veils?

Where do | begin on this one? In the past
years that | have been attending Islamic
School, as a Mudlim girl, I've learned many
things and one of the basic things | learned
was why Muslim women are asked to wear
head scarves-not vells. Veilsareto hideone's
face, but scarves are not for this cause. We
are not hiding ourselves; in fact, we are pro-
tecting ourselves as well as earning respect
for our minds. When asked to cover our body
besides our faces, al focusis put on our minds
instead of our bodies, which keeps from at-
tracting attention to oneself. Head covering
is not strictly a Muslim sign of faith. Sisters
in every Church and Jewish women in New
Y ork City havetheir headscovered. Inall three
of these religions, head covering is asign of
devotion to faith. My friends who cover their
heads feel that is enhances their self-esteem
and strengthens their belief. But inno way is
this a sign of oppression, as projected in the
media relentlessly. [The statement does not
refer to the extreme body-covering articles of
clothing called chadors that women in Af-
ghanistan are forced to wear because of the
extreme beliefs of the Taliban. The statement
only refers to head covering.]
